Substrates – Surfaces:

Canvas   12” X 12”  (larger if you prefer)


Watercolor Paper – new or used


Illustration Board – medium weight  #300


Matt Board – white – scrapes – approx. 10” X 10”  , etc.

  So many surfaces to work on – you are the artist, select surfaces you enjoy.
Collage Material:  supply your own – could include any transfer images, symbols, flat shards (broken pottery), rocks, agates, metal (rust is great), stained embellished papers.  Use your imagination; I keep a box of “stuff” I pick up from my walks – good things on the ground!!

Gesso – White and Black:  Thick white gesso for texture on surfaces.  Regular gesso for mixing with paint or drizzling.  Thick white gesso – Utrecht Student grade or Liquitex Basic.  Regular weight – Golden or Liquitex. 
Plastic bags:  white – for drying surfaces (five)

Gloss and Matte Medium:  Golden or Liquitex.

Elmer’s Glue:  for gluing heavy papers.

Tools:  Painting knife – for mixing paint and applying paint.  Old plastic credit cards, metal or plastic combs for spreading and creating texture on surfaces – also objects to make impressions in wet gesso.

Spray bottles:  Mister – one for water, one for alcohol – for cleaning or texture with acrylic  paint.

Freezer paper:  a must for palette

Masking tape:  Blue – low tackiness 

Brushes:  I enjoy “Cheap Joe’s” “Golden Fleece Brushes” – 1” and ½” flats and #28 & #12 rounds.  American Journey brushes are also good.  Bring any brushes you enjoy.

Scissors:  If you have heavy duty scissors that will cut matt board plus your regular scissors, they will be helpful.

Gels:  I you have gels – heavy, matte, or gloss – fine or thick pumice – they could be nice texture.

Paper:  Several sheets of drawing paper, Strathmore 60# (or heavier) sketch paper is good – 18” X 24: is a nice size.
Please do not feel you have to buy all these suggested supplies.  Many of us have items in our studio – a good time to try them in the workshop.  I am looking forward with eagerness to work with all of you.  It should be a fun and exciting time for all of us.  Thnak you so much for wanting to study with me.
