Ken Goldman Material List

For many beginners, it is tempting to be overly literal about figure drawing. Detailed study is important when there is unlimited time, but during our two days (with clothed models) and two days without, we will focus primarily on effective ways to simplify and depict the figure in terms of gesture, rhythm, design, flat shapes and simplified light/dark areas (using pencil, charcoal, pen/wash drawings and certain simple measuring techniques.) During the final two or three days we will put on our creative hats using  accumulated sketches as a basis for creating unique figure compositions based on good design. The live poses will range in length from 2 - 20 minutes. If you participate in figure sketch groups at home, what we do in this workshop will add a whole new dimension to your maximization of a single page. Deeper study of anatomy can be shared on a "want to know" basis. 

Participants are also free to go their own way by working from photos they bring from home. I like variation in my workshops as I can work and demonstrate in most mediums. Please check my website www.goldmanfineart.com to see if there is a particular approach you would like to try; please email me beforehand with any questions.

Vine Charcoal sticks - Soft
HB and 2B pencils with a sharpener 
Kneaded eraser
Any good watercolor paper 22x30 - (please no Strathmore Student Grade) - several sheets of 140lb cold and hot pressed (or Yupo if you prefer to try it.)
Foam Core sheet and clips to hold the watercolor paper - 23x31" - 3/16"  thick
Watercolors, water container, rags or choice of Paper Towels/ Kleenex - Bring your own preferred colors with a nice palette such as Pike, Woods or Quiller: I use only Cadmium Yellow Light, Cadmium Red Light, Alizarin Crimson, Ultramarine Blue, Cobalt Blue, Cerulean Blue, Veridian and Hooker's Green, Raw Sienna, Burnt Sienna and Burnt Umber
Acrylics
I often underpaint with opaque acrylics in a brushier bolder way using accents of pastel, watercolor and charcoal later on (see my web site - Figures - acrylic.) White, Black, Raw Umber, Yellow Ochre, Gesso
Brushes: My Favorites - large Robert Simmons Goliath and a 1" Flat synthetic with a scraper on the end.
I also use a # 6 and # 12 synthetic sable for smaller work

Bring tapes, drawing resists like a white Crayola or any thing else you would like to use in creating various textures and designs on your composed page of figures.
