*NOTE- If you prefer to work in pure watercolor, you may do so. 
RESOURCES   

I will be demonstrating paintings inspired by nature.  I will use my sketchbooks & photos.


Please bring your own sketches and photos , whatever inspires you!
PAINTS (You may use whatever paints you prefer) I like M.Graham Watercolors &Gouache, & Golden Acrylics
A few Graham paints & Golden meduims will be available to try.
WATERCOLORS I use the same colors in Watercolor and Gouache, as indicated below, plus white gouache.  Please have the basic 12, or substitutes, and any other colors you like. 


ACRYLICS  If you want to try the layered acrylic techniques you will need either fluid or heavy body acrylics (any colors), and small amounts of: Acrylic Matte Medium, Regular or Heavy Gel (Gloss), Gesso & Interference colors!  

PALETTE  Any Watercolor palette you like.  I use the ROBBIE LAIRD PALETTE (Pro Art  #RRL 11-22), available to       
purchase at the workshop. I prefer a round palette with 12 large wells.


Acrylic Mixing Palettes- Disposable palette paper or several Styrofoam plates. 
PAPERS For Watercolor layered paintings, I prefer 300 lb. CP Arches (2full sheets) or 4-6 smaller pieces (1/2-1/4 sheet). 
 
For Acrylic layered paintings- You need Heavy weight Crescent Illustration Board 3-4 pieces (your choice of size).
EVERYONE-PLEASE BRING- 4 pieces of illustration board cut the same size and coated on both sides and all edges with white gesso.  These should be no larger than 6" in either direction.
SKETCHBOOK, -A good sketchbook for various media. I like the Super Deluxe 808 series

 Drawing Pencil and ultra-fine black Permanent Marker. 

SUPPORT BOARDS I use Plexiglas to work wet, then wood or gator board to finish & for drying. 
MISCELLANEOUS: Artist's tape, Scissors, Spray Bottle, Paper Towels & Kleenex. water buckets, & small containers. 
Also, for fun layering techniques, bring any of the following if you have them: Watercolor Crayons & Watercolor Pencils, Tissue or Rice Papers & Plastic palette knife.  "Latex" gloves for acrylic work.

Include one or two large rounds ( #10 and #14 ), and smaller rounds if desired, a large flat (1" or 1 ½"), and a large wash brush. 





I prefer the following brushes:


Watercolor:


#14 & #7 Round Connoisseur Kolinsky Sable, or similar sizes good synthetic mix 


1 ½ " Flat (Connoisseur; Blend- Sable & synthetic)


2-3 " Flat (for washes)





Gouache: - Connoisseur Synthetic brushes





Acrylics: - Several sizes rounds & flats


   Only synthetic brushes for acrylic paints & mediums
