Supply List

Painting Surfaces: Bring 1-3 new painting surfaces, already primed if possible. Any sturdy surface such as stretched canvas, or panels, in medium to large sizes. Avoid flimsy surfaces such as paper or Unstretched canvas. Additionally you may want to bring some smaller cardboard or panels for extra experiments.

Paints: Bring all the paints you generally like to work with, including a full color palette (at least one warm and cool each of red, blue and yellow plus black and white). Any brand of acrylic paint is fine, as well as any type of paint color (fluid, Heavy body, slow drying, etc). 

Acrylic Products: Bring at least one acrylic medium (a pourable clear uncolored acrylic) for increasing color transparency, extending paints and reducing texture. Suggestion: Golden’s Acrylic Glazing Liquid (which also slows drying), and a pouring medium such as Golden’s GAC800, Clear Tar Gel, or Self Leveling Gel. 

Bring an acrylic gel (a thick, clear, uncolored acrylic) for adding texture, gluing, increasing refraction, extending paints and layering. Suggestion: Soft or Regular Gel Gloss. Additionally, matte gels can be used for waxy or veiled layering.

Bring an acrylic paste (thick, opaque acrylic for enhancing surface absorbency, increasing color opacity and covering unwanted painted areas. Suggestion: Golden’s Light Molding Paste.
Tools: Paper towels, painting or palette knife, variety of brushes, water sprayer, water container (large works best), a sturdy good-sized palette.
Reference: Please bring some examples of  your current or previous artwork, either actual works or photographs, but ones that are finished and that you are satisfied with. Having the images on an Ipad or Laptop is fine as long as they are accessible to view in class. (Bring backup hard copies of photos in case wireless is not available).

Plastic wrap. (Helpful to carry wet work home.)


Images for reference (magazine, photographs or drawings)


Pencil and paper for notes


Apron or wear painting clothes


Blow dryer (not heat gun) for quick drying layers
